McGrath replied [ spoke with him this morning because I had an incident that I actually caught on
camera, and I wanted to bring it up here. The sign was great for a week, but then it disappeared. So, I am
just curious what we can do, possibly, to get one that actually belongs to Harriman so Harriman can just
leave it up there.

McGrath replied alright, awesome.

Maureen Licata — 65 South Main Street — there was a car today that passed double yellow while I was
walking and if I was thirty seconds later, I would have been Killed or hit. I don’t know if they are waiting
for a catastrophe to happen to do something or whatever, but I understand River Road is a major patrol

area. There’s no houses/residential drivers on River Road. There is a ton on South Main Street, North
Main Street, Church Street, everywhere else and I know there was a study done a few years ago that 20%
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of the cars that drive on South Main Street from the corner to Freman’s are at least 10 miles over the
speed limit. Now, we are asking for help. I mean do I have to go above to somebody else to try to get
some assistance to get help? Because there have been three accidents in the past four years on the corner
by my house and if I didn’t have my fence and the trees there, they would have hit my house or killed my
kids or myself. It is just really disheartening that I don’t know what needs to be done or what we have to
do. T have been here a long time, and it is very discouraging as to what is going on.
